504 Plan for Non-Profits
The Purpose of the Section 504 Self-Evaluation Plan/Transition Plan Guide is to assist CDBG grantees in evaluating their programs and activities to determine whether they conform to the requirements of Section 504 of the Rehabilitation Act of 1973.  The self-evaluation is used to indicate whether public buildings or other non-housing facilities meet Section 504 program accessibility standards, and if not then the grantee must develop a transition plan.

In general most non-profit organizations will not own public buildings or other non-housing facilities, and will not have to complete the 27 page self-evaluation.  However, non-profits must address the items listed below to comply with the 504 requirements:

1. To the maximum extent feasible the buildings, and facilities occupied by non-profits must be accessible and useable by persons with disabilities, and

2. In case of participation of disabled persons in the NSP Program, as much as possible, the non-profit shall address specific needs of these individuals with disabilities.
